This Cruor reflects a very specific terroir at Casa Gran de 
Siurana. La Fredat, in Bellmunt del Priorat, is a terraced 
vineyard which optimizes the cultivation of each grape variety 
taking advantage of the different orientations of the terrain. 
Each vine is cared for almost individually. 

AA blend of Cariñena (48%), Garnacha (42%), Syrah (10%) 
Medium to long maceration and 14–16 months ageing in 
French oak casks, some of which are new, combine to create 
the personality of this wine.
